B	Grade the cleanliness of your street and report back each month.
Grade A  - clean street    Grade B – a small amount of litter Grade C – dirty street

C	Distribute information to your patch. 
Councillors will provide leaflets and information for circulation.

D      	Promote our campaign.

E      	Build a community: 
· Get to know your neighbours by encouraging them to join a local social media network like WHATSAPP or NEXT DOOR so you can keep in regular touch. 
· Take part in community campaigns and surveys.
· Take part in community litter-picks.
· Keep an eye out and encourage support for elderly or vulnerable residents living in your Patch.

F       	Green Your Patch: 
Colliers Wood in Bloom : Encourage tree planting; water trees in the hot weather; plant bulbs or summer bedding around tree bases; promote Colliers Wood in Bloom;  Team up with Parks Friends groups.

H      	Organise a Street Party – (Maybe on Carfree Day in September?)
